21 of the West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education Act, 1975 (West Ben. Act VIII of 1975) and in supersession
of the West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education (Examination) Regulations, 2006, the West Bengal Council of
Higher Secondary Education, with the approval of the State Government, hereby makes the following regulations:—

Regulcitions

1. Short title and Commencement— (1) These regulations may be called the West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary
f-ducation (Examination) Regulations, 2024.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. Definitions— (1) In these regulations, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or context.—

(a) “Act” means the West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education Act, 1975 (West Bengal Act VIII of
1975);

(b) “answer-script” means the answer-script supplied by the institutes or Council, on which a candidate writes
his/ her answers in the examination hall at the time of Semester [V Examination of Class X11 bearing facsimile
signature of the Centre-in-charpe,

Similarly “answer script” bearing signature or facsimile signature of the Head of the Institution has to be
provided by the institutes for Semester 1 Examination ol Class X1 to the students, on which they will write

the answers in the examination hall;

(c) “candidate” means a student who is registered and subsequently enrolled with the Council to appear in the
examinations conducted by the Council in accordance with the provisions of these regulations after pursuing
a study in the Higher Secondary Course;

(d) “candidate for supplementary examination” means a candidate who fulfils the conditions to appear
Supplementary Examination as specified in regulation 8;
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(e) “centre” means an examination centre approved by the Council for holding Semester 111 and Semester IV
examinations;

(f) “compulsory elective subject™ has the same meaning as in the West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary
Education (Admission and Allied matters) Regulation, 2024,

(2) “compulsory subjects” means two language subjects and three compulsory elective subjects, as specified in

Schedule 11 of the West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education (Admission and Allied matters)
Regulation, 2024, which a student must choose during admission into Semester I and continue its’ study in

the further Semesters;
(h) “Council” means the West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education established under section 3 of the
Act;
(1) “examination” means—
(i) the Semester I and Semester 11 Examination, and
(i) the Semester 111 and Semester [V Examination;

() “examination personnel” means the examination personnel appointed by the Council under regulation 15;

(k) “fees” means the fees specified in regulation 11;

() “Higher Secondary Examination™ means the Higher Secondary Examination instituted by the Council consisting
of examinations of Semester 111 and Semester 1V of Class XII on the basis of the curriculum of Higher
Secondary Course covered in Class XII and conducted by the Council at different centres/venues;

(m) “mark sheet” means the statement of marks of a student, given at the end of his/her study of Class XII by the
Council on the basis of the marks obtained in Semester III, Semester IV, Practical and Project of Class XII by

the student;
(n) “pass certificate” means a recognition given to a passed candidate by the Council at the end of his/her study

of Class XII on the basis of the results of H.S. Examination;

“OMR?” means the Optical Mark Recognition supplied by the Council on which the candidate writes his/her
against Multiple Choice Question (MCQ) at the time of Semester 111 Examination

of Class XII bearing the facsimile signature of the Centre- in-charge;

Similarly “OMR” or “answer script” bearing signature/ facsimile signature of the Head of the Institution has

to be provided by the institute for Semester I Examination of Class XI to the students, on which they will

write the answers of MCQ;

(p) “optional elective subject” means one subject, as specified in Schedule II of the West Bengal Council of Higher
Secondary Education (Admission and Allied matters) Regulation, 2024, which a student may choose (if
desired and which is not mandatory) during admission into Semester I and continue its’ study in further

Semesters;

(q) “recognised institution” means the institution recognised by the Council under the provision of the Act;

(r) “Registration Number” has the same meaning as in the West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education
(Admission and Allied Matters) Regulations, 2024;

(s) ‘“regular candidate” means a student registered under West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education;

(t) “remuneration” means an amount of money as may be payable by the Council to the examination personnel
for services, rendered by such personnel individually or jointly with others and includes honorarium;

(u) “Roll Number” means a number which will be issued by the Council to a candidate in Class X11 for appearing
Semester 111 Examination, Semester 1V Examination, Practical and/or Project Examinations;

(v) “Semester | Examination and Semester 1l Examination” means the examinations instituted by the Council on
the basis of curriculum of Higher Secondary Course covered in class X1 which will be conducted and

evaluated by the institutions;

“Semester U Examination and Semester [V Examination” means the examinations instituted by the Council

on the basis ol curriculum of Higher Secondary Course covered in class X11 which will be conducted and
evaluated by the Council;

“Supplementary Examinations™ means the examination as mentioned and specified in the regulation 8;

“venue™ means an institution or any other place allocated by the Council under a centre, where a candidate
sits to write the examination;

(2)  The words and expressions used in these regulations blit not defined shall have the same meanings as assigned
to them in the Act.

3. Examinations of Semester 1 and Semester 11 of Class XI-(1) Semester | Examination of Class XI will be
conducted in September or as per the notification issued by the Council. Subsequently, Semester [I Examination of
Class XI will be conducted within the month of March every year and will continue on the same cycle until further
notification.

(2)  Conducting the examination and evaluation of OMR/Answer Scripts arc (o be made by the concerned institutions.

(3) Examination of Semester I will be based on Multiple Choice Questions (hercinafter referred as MCQ) and Semester
11 will be based on Short Answer Type Question (hercinafter referred to as SAQ) and Descriptive Question
(hereinafter referred to as DQ).

(4)  The question papers of Semester I and Semester 11 are to be set and supplied by the concerned institution. Blank
OMR/ blank answer scripts for Semester 1 and Semester 11 are to be provided by the concerned Institutions.

(5) Institutions will take necessary measures to conduct the Practical and Project Examinations before completion of
Semester 11 in a consolidated manner on annual basis based on the guidelines and timelines provided by the
Council. Question papers and blank answer scripts for this purpose will be provided by the Institutions.

(6) The Institutions will take necessary measures for evaluation of OMR/ written answer scripts. Practical and Project
Examinations and will publish the results of the students accordingly.

The results of Semester 1 and Semester 11, Project and/or practical have to be uploaded by the institutions in the
Council’s Portal within a specified time period as per the norms and notification issued by the Council.
(8) A student will be declared passed in Class XI, if he/she obtains—

(i) minimum thirty per centum marks in each of the compulsory language subjects in Semester 1/Supplementary
Examination and Semester 11 separately; and

(i) minimum thirty per centum marks in any of the three elective subjects in Semester I/ Supplementary Examination
and Semester 11 separately; and

(iii)

minimum thirty per centum marks in practical/project of the respective subjects separately:
Provided that the sub-regulation (9) of this regulation will be applicable in case of Semester 11 only.

(9) 1fastudent qualifies in all the subjects except optional elective, he/she would be declared “pass™ as per the normal
rule. However, if the student desires to qualify in the above optional elective subject, he/she has to repeat Class X1

afresh in the next academic session. In this case, the marks obtained in the latest examination of Class XI, will be
taken into consideration for assessing the final results of Class XI.

(10) The Grand Total will be calculated by considering the highest marks obtained in five subjects

(11) The students who will not pass in Semester I will be allowed to re-appear in the backlog subjects (in Supplementary

Examination) during Semester 11 examination in the same session as per schedule of the Council (herein this
examination is named as Supplementary Examination of Class X1).

(12) The students who will not be able to pass in any of the subjects of Semester 11 and the backlog subject(s), if

any
of Semester | in the Supplementary Examination, should repeat the Semester | and Semester 11 afresh in the next
academic session.

Enrolment of students for Semester 111, Semester 1V and Supplementary Examinations — (1) A candidate
shall be eligible to enrol himself/ herself as a candidate for Semester 111 Examination through a recognized Institution
within the 30" of June or as per notification issued by the Council:
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Provided that he/she has obtained the registration number from the Council and has passed Class XI:
Provided further that the student must have attended the requisite percentage of class in each of the Semesters.

(2) A candidate, failed in any subject(s) in Semester I1I, may also be eligible to enrol himself/herself as a candidate for
Supplementary Examination in the failed subject(s) along with Semester IV Examination in the same academic year
after declaration of result of Semester I11. A candidate needs to enrol for Semester 1V and Supplementary Examination
for Semester II1, if any, in the month of November/December, as notified by Council.

(3) A student must submit the enrolment form online in the Council’s Portal for the purpose, along with the necessary
fees to the Council through his/her institution on or before the last date of submission of application forms as may
be announced and intimated to all concerned through such medium as the Council may determine.

(4) Every Head of arecognized Institution shall verify the records, signature and other particulars of a regular candidate,

or candidate with supplementary paper, given in the enrolment form.

(5) Every Head of a recognized Institution shall, within the last day of submission of enrolment form, pay the requisite
fees to the Council through online mode or as specified by the Council from time to time.

5. Examinations of Semester I1I and Semester IV of Class XII (Higher Secondary Examination)— (1) Semester
111 Examination of Class XII will be conducted within the month of September or as per notification, issued by the
Council. Subsequently, Semester 1V Examination of Class XII will be conducted within the month of April every
year or as per the notification of the Council and will continue on the same cycle until further notification.

(2) The examinations of Semester III and Semester IV will be conducted by the Council.

(3) Semester 111 will be based on MCQ and Semester 1V will be based on SAQ and DQ.

(4) The question papers are to be set and supplied by the Council. OMR and blank answer scripts for this purpose will

also to be provided by the Council.
(5) The Council will take necessary measures for evaluation of OMR and written answer scripts under its’ strict
supervision/surveillance and will publish the results of Semester III and Semester IV accordingly.

(6) The Practical Question Papers and Blank Answer Scripts will be supplied by the Council.

(7) The Institutions will take
Examinations in a consolidated manner on annual basis as per the timelines given by the Council.

necessary arrangements for conducting and evaluation of the Project and Practical

(8) The Institution will upload the Project and/or practical marks of every enrolled student in the Council’s Portal

within a specified time period as per norms and notification issued by the Council.

(9) A student will be declared passed in Class XII, if he/she obtains—
(i) minimum thirty per centum marks in each of the compulsory language subjects in Semester 111/ Supplementary
Examination and Semester [V separately; and
(i) minimum thirty per centum marks in any of the three elective subjects in Semester I11/Supplementary
Examination and Semester IV separately; and

(i) minimum thirty per centum marks in practical/project of the respective subjects separately.
Provided that the regulation (9) of this regulation will be applicable in case of Semester IV only.

(10) If a student qualifies in all the subjects except optional elective, he/she would be declared “pass” as per the normal
rule. However, if the student desires to qualify in the above optional elective subject, he/she has to repeat th
specific optional elective subject afresh in the next academic session.

(11) The students, who will not pass in Semester III, will be allowed to re-appear in the backlog subjects (supp]ementar)’
o

subjects) during Semester IV examination in the same session as per the schedule of Council (herein this examinmon
is named as Supplementary Examination of Class XII).

(12) The resul.t of'Higher Secondary Examination of a student will be declared as per the marks obtained bY
Class XI1 i.e. in Semester I11, Semester 1V, practical and/or project. Mark-sheet and pass certificate will b¢
accordingly. p
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(13) Every candidate should have to pass in all the Semesters (i.c. Semester I, Semester 11, Semester 111 and Semester

IV) including practical and/ or project within seven years from the year of registration (including the year of
registration), otherwise his/her registration will be cancelled and further admission/registration/ enrolment in any
semester will not be permitted,

Schedule and Venue of Examinations — (1) The schedules for examinations of all Semesters including theory,
practical/project papers shall be prepared and notified by the Council.

The Council will decide the Centres and Venues for Semester 111, Semester IV and Supplementary Examination of

Semester 111. However, Semester 1, Semester 11 and Supplementary Examination of Semester I will be conducted
at home venues i.e. at their own institutions.

The Council may, if it considers necessary, can change the centre/venue for examination of Semester I11, Semester
1V and Supplementary Examination of Semester 111 with prior notice to all concerned.

Eligibility to appear in Semester I, Semester II, Semester Il and Semester IV Examinations—

The following eligibility criterion is needed to be fulfilled by a student for appearing in respective semesters’
examinations:—

(a) must have passed Madhyamik Pariksha conducted by Board or equivalent examination as specified in Admission
Regulation or as per notification of the Council.

(b) must have obtained the Registration Number from the Council after fulfilling the conditions laid down in the
West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education (Admission and Allied matters) Regulations, 2024.

(c) must have attended not less than seventy per centum of the total classes in each Semester:

Provided that the Council, upon payment of such fee as may be determined, may condone the deficiency not
exceeding twenty per centum in the attendance on the ground of illness or any other valid and satisfactory reason:

Provided further that a student, whose attendance falls below fifty per centum, shall not be eligible under any
circumstances to appear at the examination of that Semester and shall have to attend classes in the Semester, as the
case may be, till he/she obtains minimum percentage of attendance required for the purpose.

(d) must have passed Class XI and enrolled for Semester I1I through his/her institution for appearing in Semester I11.
(e) must have enrolled for Semester 11 and Semester IV for appearing in the examinations of Semester 1V.

(f) must have deposited all the requisite fees for any semester through the concerned institution as per the norms
and guidelines/ notification, issued by the Council from time to time.

Supplementary Examinations—
(1) Supplementary Examination of Class XI:

(i) A student who will not be able to clear any of the subject(s) in Semester 1, will be allowed to appear for
a Supplementary Examination along with Semester 11 in the same academic year following the notification
issued by the Council.

(i) After appearing this Supplementary Examination as mentioned in regulation 8(1)(i), if the student is still
unable to “pass” Class XI as specified in regulation 3(8), he/she needs to repeat all the subjects of
Semester | and Semester 1 in the next academic year.

(iii) This arrangement will continue (il the student will be able to clear all the papers of Semester | and
Semester 11 of Class X1, but with the condition that the student needs to pass the H.S. Examination
within a maximum period of seven years from the year of registration (including the year of registration)
failing which his/her registration will be cancelled.

(iv) This Supplementary Examination will be conducted by the concerned Institutions.

(2) Supplementary Examination of Class XII:

(i) A student who will not be able to clear any of the subject(s) in Semester 1 will be allowed to appear for
Supplementary Examination along with Semester IV in the same academic year following the examination
schedule as notified by Council.

Provided that any Children with Special Needs candidate shall be exempted from payment of all the aforesaid fees
except registration fee.
Explanation - For the purpose of this regulation “Children with Special Needs candidate” means a candidate who

has been certified by the Head of the Department of a Government Hospital or by a Board of Doctors, engaged by
the Government as a “Children with Special Need” being physically incapacitate at least by 40%.

Provision for engagement of Amanuensis or Writer/Interpreter and providing with extra time-

(1) Amanuensis or Writer:

In case of Semester | and Semester 11 Examinations, a person having qualification not higher than Class X,
who will be appointed by the respective Head of the Institution, and in case of Semester III and Semester [V
Examinations, a person having qualification not higher than Semester I of Class XI, who will be appointed by
the Council to write the answers in the examination on behalf of a CWSN candidate who is eligible for being
assisted by an amanuensis or writer (herein called in this name) due to his/her physical incapacity.

(2) Interpreter:

In case of Semester | and Semester 11 Examinations, a person having no bar in qualification, who may be
appointed by the respective Head of the Institution, and in case of Semester IIl and Semester [V Examinations,
a person having no bar in qualification, who may be appointed by the Council to write the answers in the
examinations on behalf of a Children with Special Needs candidate having hearing and speech disability is
eligible for being assisted by an Interpreter (herein called in this name).

(3) Children with Special Needs candidates will get extra time on pro-rata basis @ 20 minutes for every one hour
of examination.

Illustration— A Children with Special Needs candidate appearing English B (ENGB) in Semester I11 will get 01 hour
15 minutes but a candidate viz. Children with Special Needs will get + 20 minutes extra time for 01 hour + 05
minutes extra time for 15 minutes, total 01 hour 40 minutes. Similarly, a CWSN candidate appearing for English B
(ENGB) in Semester IV will get 02 hours 40 minutes in place of 02 hours and for VISA in Semester 111, the time
will be 01 hour instead of 45 minutes.

(4) Extra Time:
CWSN candidates with at least 40% disability irrespective of taking assistance of amanuensis /writer or
interpreter, will get extra time as aforesaid in regulation 12(3):

Provided that the concerned school on behalf of the candidate will provide the testimonials, certificates, undertaking

etc. as per requirement of the Council for all the above cases:

Provided further that the Council may allow extra time/ facilities on medical ground on production of proper
medical certificate issued by a doctor, appointed in Government Hospital/ Government Medical facilities.

Admit Card — The Council shall, on receipt of the duly filled in enrolment form along with all the requisite fees
from an eligible candidate (as defined in regulation 4) issue, through his/her institution, an admit card enabling him/
her to appear in the Semester [11, Semester ]V Examinations and Supplementary Examination of Class XII as the
case may be.

The examination personnel shall discharge such duties and perform such functions as may be determined by the
Examination Committee of the Council in its meeting.

Names of the examination personnel so appointed shall be a matter of strict confidence and shall not be disclosed
to any candidate, his/her parents and his/her institution.

The Council shall have right to cancel the appointment of any examination personnel at any time in the interest of
smooth conduct of examination or publication of results thereof.

The Council shall pay remuneration and conveyance charges to the examination personnel at such rate as may be
determined by the Council from time to time.

Centre Committee, Centre Grant and Centre Fee for Semester III and Semester IV Examinations— (HA
Centre Committee may be formed as per guidelines of the Council as stated below for performing such duties for
conducting examination at the centres:—

(i) Centre-in-Charge: He/she will be appointed by the Council and should be at least equivalent to the post of
extension officer of Block Office. He/she will act as the convenor of meetings of Centre Committee except
the first meeting.

(ii) Centre Secretary: He/she will be appointed by the Council. Normally, the Head of the Institution (HOI) of the
Main Venue of Centre will be appointed as the Centre Secretary. However, if the HOI is unable to perforin the
duty for any medical reason or absence or for his/her ward’s appearance in the same xam'p ation, the
Assistant Head of the Institution or an experienced Senior Teacher of the concerned inste'lt t o abie of
doing the relevant work, may be appointed as the Centre Secretary.
